STUDENT TRUSTEE – ELECTIONS INFORMATION
Student Trustees
There is a space for 1 Student Trustee position on the University of Bedfordshire Students’ Union (UBSU) Board of Trustees.
Any student is able to apply to be a Student Trustee.
Student Trustees must be a student at the time of their election and continue to do so during their time as a Student Trustee.
Student Trustees shall remain in office for a term of up to two years.

A Student Trustee may serve a maximum of two consecutive or non-consecutive terms.
Student Trustees are elected by a secret ballot, having applied to the UBSU Appointments Committee.
Role of a Trustee Board
The Trustee Board is the most important Committee of The University of Bedfordshire Students’ Union.

The Board will have the power to veto all Union decisions, if it is believed to be in the best interest of the University of Bedfordshire Students’ Union .

The Board of Trustees will consist of  4 Sabbatical Officer Trustees, 4 External Trustees and 4 Student Trustees.

Student Trustees will make sure the Board is represented by current students to ensure that the Union is being Governed in the best and most appropriate manner.

Responsibilities of the Board of Trustee’s

The Board will be responsible for but not exclusively;

· The Governance of UBSU

· The budget of UBSU

· The strategy of UBSU
· The Appointment and management of senior managers of UBSU

· Anything else that is deemed appropriate

CHARITY TRUSTEE DECLARATION
The Students’ Union is a charity with exempt status. There is a substantial body of Government legislation and case law concerned with our activities and with the conduct of the Executive Committee, particularly the Sabbatical positions, as they are the Trustees of the Students’ Union.

Please be aware that if you are elected you will be asked to sign a declaration to confirm you are eligible to be a trustee. If it is found you are not eligible you will not be able to hold that position, even after election and will be deemed to have resigned.

Below is a list of circumstances that may prevent you from becoming a Trustee:

You are not allowed to be a Trustee if you…

· Are under 18 years of age

· Have been convicted at any time of any offence involving deception or dishonesty, unless the conviction is legally regarded as spent

· Are an undischarged bankrupt

· Have made compositions with all your creditors and have not been discharged

· Have at any time been removed by the Commissioners or by the Court of England, Wales or Scotland from being a Trustee because of misconduct

· Are disqualified from being a Company Director

· Have failed to make payments under the County Court Administrators’ Orders

If you are in any doubt about your eligibility to act as a Trustee you should either seek your own legal advice or contact the Charity Commissioners.
